
OPERATING GUIDELINES for Citizen’s Patrol volunteers
We are a volunteer organization focused on increasing safety and security – we are totally dependent on community support.

Purpose of the Citizen’s Patrol is ONLY to document information about questionable activity and build information for law enforcement agencies.


Use standard patrol logs and information gathering forms.


Take pictures from county roads.

Clear policies exist for avoiding away form any confrontation.

Always be courteous and friendly to others.

Avoid confrontation with any person or persons.

· Stay in the patrol vehicle if ANY perceived problems exist.

· Do not allow vehicle to block a driveway or road.

· Do not shine lights into a vehicle or another person’s eyes.

Never approach suspicious activities or persons

· Document the situation and/or vehicle license number and move on.

· Take pictures from public road if possible.

Avoid shining a spotlight onto/into a private residence or onto/into a vehicle.

Never enter private property without written permission from owners.

NEVER authorized to carry weapons.

Always obey all laws (speeding, trespass, etc.).

A patrol consists of two people, wearing identifying vests and riding in the marked patrol vehicle.

Any requested Welfare Check or Search assistance for a person that someone is concerned about should be immediately reported to 911 for AI Fire/Rescue to lead. 
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
